The Mayor and City Council of the City of Port Allen, Louisiana, met in Regular Session 
at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday, April 8, 2015, in the Council Chambers at Port Allen City 
Hall. 
 
Mayor Lee called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and asked Tristan Dogan to lead the 
pledge of allegiance.  Roll call vote resulted as follows:

Mr. Hugh Riviere moved to approve the Minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 11, 
2015.

Mayor Lee read aloud the procedure for public participation at the Regular Meetings of 
the Port Allen City Council in accordance with state statutes and local ordinances.

Mrs. Ray Helen Lawrence moved to authorize the Chief Financial Officer to merge 
and/or close inactive or little used funds accounts and transfer any balances to the 
City’s General Fund as per the recommendation of the City’s auditor.

There was 
none and the motion carried by unanimous consent of the members present.
